$0 $0 The City’s legal review of agreements related to 
the solar project has been completed and the 
latest word from the City is that the three 
agreements to which the City is a party will be 
presented to the Council at its March 22nd 
Council session. The City must approve an 
extension to the Master Lease of the RLCC 
property and is a party to a Non-Disturbance 
agreement that will allow the provider of the 
planned solar array/canopy to operate in the 
event LARPD no longer occupies the RLCC (the 
City can assume the power purchasing 
agreement in that event).
